Big Hearts, Big Need

In August, Global NIM helped to
purchase land for a congregation’s first
church in Khammam, India. The
church body was ousted from their
rented quarters earlier in the year
strictly because of their Christian
beliefs.

Peter Akbar visited the community in
November and reported:

“...The believers are very poor; they
earn 50 to 70 rupees a day for their
survival ($1.06 to $1.50). If they don't
earn, they
cannot feed
their families
the next day.

“(However), |
asked the
people to
contribute for the Church construction
a few months back. They could manage
to collect only 5000 rupees ($106),
whereas it will cost at least 60-75,000
rupees ($1,600) for the material.

“l added 5000 rupees, which was my
personal money, so the sum total we
have is 10,000rupees ($212).

”’[ along with the Khammam Church
prayed for the construction of the
Church and trusting God for His
providence.”

We estimate construction materials
and labor to be $3,000. If you can
assist in any way, the Khammam
believers will be encouraged.
